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This year we are printing 35,000 copies of the Carleton Place information 
Guide. The guide is the primary tool used locally for residents and visitors 
to find out more about the community and local events. 

Each year the guides are distributed to all residents of Carleton Place, Mis-
sissippi Mills, and Beckwith. This accounts for over 12,000 homes in the 
area. These are local consumers who tend to come to Carleton Place to 
purchase day to day items. 

The guides are also available at the Information Centre  Gallery and Gift 
Shop, the arena and the Town Hall. Over 2,000 guides are handed out an-
nually at these locations. Guides are distributed to new residents, visitors 
looking for directions, and are used for direct referrals for people looking 
for goods and services locally. 

Thousands of guides are given out to competitors at local sports events 
including The Graham Beasley Triathlon, Duathlon and Heritage 5K run, 
local soccer tournaments, local hockey tournaments, local Figure Skating 
competitions. 

The complete guide is posted on the Town of Carleton Place website as 
well as the Carleton Place Chamber website for people who are looking for 
information electronically. 

Every year the guides are handed out at trade shows in Ottawa and To-
ronto and are the primary promotional tool for Carleton Place. Last year 
we handed out over 4,000 guides at area trade shows. This included The

These guides are handed directly to potential consumers from the Ottawa 
area, and possible day trips, shopping locations and restaurants are 
brought to their attention. 

Over 12,000 guides are distributed into Ottawa and across the province 
through CTM Media. This includes drops at all Chamber of Commerce of-
fices and Information Centres across the province of Ontario including 
tourism kiosks. Guides are displayed at the Ottawa airport, the VIA train

Classic Theatre Festival Sees Major Growth                   
in 2011 Season 

The Classic Theatre Festival has just announced the results from its second successful summer season of professional thea-
tre, and preliminary figures indicate that the organization, dedicated to producing classic hits of Broadway and the London 
Stage, will continue to grow. 

The Festival saw a 15% growth in its 2011 audience, with a significant increase in the number of visitors from Ottawa, 
Kingston, and beyond. With the support of the Ontario Cultural Attractions Fund, the Ontario Arts Council, and the On-
tario Tourism Event Marketing Program, the message touting Perth, Lanark County, and other area attractions, as well we 
the Festival itself, as premiere summer destinations was disseminated to a very wide audience. The Festivalõs productions ð
 òBell, Book and Candleó and òThe Fourposteró ð were both warmly received by audiences and also included strong critical 
praise from the Ottawa Citizen and the Capital Critics Circle.  The Festival was also graced with an extraordinary outpour-
ing of volunteer support, with almost 60 individuals, as well as high school co-op students, who performed over 1,500 
hours of volunteer time as ushers, set builders and painters, backstage dressers, and more. 

 With the support of the Perth and District Community Foundation, the Festival was also able to launch its Save-a-Seat 
program to open up blocks of seats for individuals and families who normally could not afford to attend. Save-a-Seat tickets 
were distributed with the assistance of Lanark County Social Services, the Perth Food Bank, Canada World Youth, and 
North Frontenac Community Services, among other agencies, while tickets were also offered to First Nations evacuees 
who were resettled in Smiths Falls during the fires that swept northern Ontario. 

The Save-a-Seat program will expand in 2012, and individuals who wish to make charitable donations to open up those free 
seats can do so by calling 1-877-283-1283 ext. 3 and speaking with Matthew Behrens, Community Outreach Coordinator. 
Alternatively, tax deductible donations can be made out to Burning Passions Theatre and mailed to PO Box 2121, 57 Fos-
ter Street, Perth, K7H 1R0. In the meantime, the Festival is finalizing production rights for two new shows to be produced 
in 2012, and will be announcing the summer season.  Stay tuned at www.classictheatre.ca.
